In order of importance (to me, at least), I would place the statements as follows (most important to least):
1. Education should prepare people to function productively in our existing society (social efficiency). 

2. Education should help children develop to their full potential (child centered). 

3. Education should prepare people to build and participate effectively in democratic societies (democratic equality). 

4. Education should change society to be more just (social melioration; progressive; romantic). 

5. Education should help to socialize people into a community (civilizing or normalizing). 

6. Education should help people compete in society and get ahead (social mobility). 

I chose the number one statement because I fully believe that today’s schools need to adapt to the 21st century and prepare our children for the workplace and society at the same time (#2 also falls into this category too). With all of the multiple intelligences and different personalities that have been identified in today’s educational setting, old-school ideals have become antiquated and in need of replacement. Our children are not coming out of school as prepared, young adults; geared in the abilities necessary to succeed, or be productive. Our children have lost (or have not been taught) work ethic, or moral aptitude. They call the 1970’s the “Me Decade,” but the children of 2010 live such a life of entitlement that they think everything in life is owed to them, rather than there as reward for positive behavior. By developing better prepared students, the other five (four if I can lump 1 & 2 together) statements will fall into place. They are subordinate ideals and by developing a productive person that lives up to their potential, they will be cognitive of the nuances necessary to be involved with their society.
