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I am afraid I fall into the category of questioning teachers. I ask questions, but do not give ample time for the students to think out the answers. My questions are the short, immediate response type and this needs to be addressed. The answer may, or may not be more time as the essay suggests, but rather the timing of the questions could be placed at the end of an art lesson; permitting the students to gain hands on knowledge and asking them about it afterward.


My grading is more dependant on attempt and expression rather than right or wrong. If a student tries their best and the project still looks like dog vomit, they pass the lesson. If I give two hours and they talk through one-and-a-half of them, they will be graded down, even if it looks like Michelangelo performed the work. Imagine what they could have produced if they implemented the whole time frame allocated. I have given student assessed projects, but this becomes a popularity contest and grades are not always subjective to the rubric.

Tests are not that important in an art class. I do usually give an art history quiz a few times along the way, but the questions read more like a newspaper article; who, what, where, when and why/how. The students memorize this information and spout it out, forgetting it as fast as they can throw the exam away when it’s done.
