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I love the idea behind chemistry probes. In the grand scheme of things, it is just another way of asking a question. But, it is presented as a challenge and children are more apt to accept the challenge without feeling that their intelligence is being questioned. The probes can be given as the lesson, or assessment of the information. They can show prior knowledge, or even raise interest in the subject matter.


I would like to implement the “Probe” idea into an art class, but exactly how remains a question. Without proper funding, supplies a scarce and we cannot just waste them experimenting. To do a decent probe, we would have to double up on the supplies, giving the students time to experiment with an art style/movement. Teaching the lesson would come next; discussing the how/why the art style was used. Last a re-issue of the lesson, letting the children work in the style of…
