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Following the format set forth in chapter three, my research for the class will go as follows:

Research Purpose: As a new art teacher, I have been left to my own devices and failures in providing for my students. Lessons are gathered through networking with fellow art teachers, or art conferences. Supplies are slowly accumulated via wise spending of budget money, or finding places of storage for old, leftovers. The purpose of this research is to leave behind a written pattern, or map, on how future art teachers may get up to speed faster than those before them.
Research Question: How can today’s art teachers teach a year’s worth of quality lessons with a budget of only $2.40 per student? 

Research Subquestions: What constitutes as being a quality art lesson? What is the budget of art teachers within other districts? Where can an art teacher find decent supplies without overspending?

Data Collection: I will create a series of questions to ask fellow art teachers. The questions will be centered on the budgeting for, and source of, obtaining art supplies. These questions will be primarily asked during (but solely at) the National Art Educators Association (NAEA) Conference in Minneapolis, Minnesota. Those questions will be:

1.) How many students do you teach per week?

2.) What is your budget per student?

3.) Where do you purchase your supplies?



A.) If personal money is involved, are you reimbursed?



B.) Have/can you purchase items off e-bay or other online auction

      sources?

4.) When are you given your budget?

5.) When do you purchase your supplies?

6.) Is there any supplemental monies?



C.) Do you perform fundraisers?



D.) Do you have parents pay extra for, or provide, supplies?

Data Analysis: The questionnaires will be compiled to see how much budget money other art teachers have to spend on their students, and where they spend that money.

Time Line: The NAEA Conference is being held on April 17, 2009 until April 21, 2009. This does not mean that individual art teachers cannot be asked the survey questions as targets of opportunity arise.

Support: This survey cannot be performed without the support/input from fellow art teachers along the way.

Permissions: There are no special considerations needed.
