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I hate to read. To me, it is a tremendous waste of time. I have poor comprehension skills and have to re-read most everything in print, just to get the meaning, or direction, of what was being said. I prefer to conduct interviews, asking as many questions as possible. I gather information and make educated decisions. In no way am I saying my method is right, but rather, it works for me.

Citing your work is a proper thin to do. If somebody else has already performed a project and you are using parts of it within yours, it does not hurt to claim where you gathered the information from. As most people look at what I write, they can see that I have a distinctly different approach to writing. I do not look at too many other people’s work, unless I need substantiation for a claim. But, if I do use that support, I make sure to give credit where credit is due.


As far as finding sources wherever possible, even in reading a tea bag, art is all around you. The computer you are using is a work of art. The formatting of the paper you are reading is a work of art (thank you Gutenberg). Artistic design is as prevalent as God’s handiwork…..it’s there whether you see it or not.
