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I feel that my research data does not fall into any of the categories given in the reading assignment. My data will be more based upon mathematical numbers and opinion of my peers. With that in mind, who is to say how far, or short, my research will take me.


The mathematical portion of my questions will be based on the budgeting aspect of the different schools that are represented in the answers. “How Much” can only be how much. You can show the most a district allows its art teacher to spend, or how little. You can average numbers together. But, in the end, you still have numbers, and numbers do not lie.


The opinions of my peers lie with what can be seen as a quality lesson. I have given a lesson that flew great with one set of children, but fell flat with another. Was it the teacher? Was it the approach? Was it the assembly of students, or their capacity to learn this particular subject?


Another thing to look t is the “who the hell are you factor.” When I walk into a classroom for the first time, I do not know any of the students. With almost 600 students for the school year, it takes me almost the first half just to know their names. By the time I get to the three-quarter mark, I know a lot of the students’ personalities and some backgrounds. I get to see ALL of a school’s students; the good, the bad and the ugly, plus everything in between. If there is a problem in the school, I get it and this makes it even harder to evaluate myself, or my lessons.
