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This question is easy for me. Depending upon the circumstances that surround each case, I believe in retesting, but not for 100%. My job as a teacher is not to fail my students; it is to pass along information. I try to do this in the most interesting way possible in order to prevent boredom and to actually pique interest in the subject matter.

I am lucky enough to be able to teach art. I would go bezerk teaching math, because 2+2 has to equal 4. If a child did not understand that, I would not even begin to know how to teach it differently. If you really listen to me speak, you would never let me in front of an English class. If a child messes up on an art project, I just provide another sheet of paper, or re-wad the clay; there is no wrong answer in art, just different direction. I was placed in a computer applications class last year and my class procedure was for the students to turn in assignments and (after grading) they had the choice of accepting the grade, or fixing the red marks on their papers. There was no reason to not pass my class. BUT, if I were in a core curricular class, I would still believe in retakes. As I said, it is my job to teach and teach I will. As long as it was an honest attempt at performing the test, there should be opportunities to upgrade a poor showing.

Like I said….my opinion; throw it out the window when done reading.
