CLASS: Computer Applications

GRADE LEVEL: 6th, 7th & 8th
PROJECT DURATION: 3 Class Periods + 1 Class Period to Peer Assess

OBJECTIVE: 1.) The students will learn how to express their creativity through writing

      Slide Transitions into a PowerPoint Presentation

Standard III – The students will exhibit their abilities/skills to read and write in two  

 different fashions throughout the lesson.

Standard IV – The students will express their creativity in a controlled setting. They will 

 create, write and provide illustrative support for a story that two other 

 students will assess.

PROJECT: The students will develop a “10 Chapter” story by implementing creative 

writing techniques. This will be accomplished by performing the story in Microsoft PowerPoint. The “Book” will consist of 1 Title Slide, with author’s name and 10 “Chapter” Slides. The story must be age and school appropriate and implement the following “special” actions:

1.) Different Backgrounds – No “All White” slides.

2.) Some word animation – do not over-do it.

3.) Some use of sound – do not over-do it.

4.) Illustrative support, whether clip art or Internet found pictures. But, if a student uses Internet illustrative support, they must cite the URL where they obtained the picture. This may be included under the photo, or on a citations/credits slide at the end of the book.

5.) Some use of timing and slide transitions – do not over-do it.

After books have been written, each student will assess two other students’ stories and grade according to “Grading Sheet” (found at end of lesson).

Day 1: 

Introduce lesson and provide verbal samples of how creative you 

would like to see stories: “The Paranormal Penguin” a story about 

a penguin inhabited by a ghost. “The Magic Quarter” a story about 

how much 25 cents could buy at an old Pharmacy. Have the 

students open a PowerPoint Presentation (help those without prior knowledge). Make sure they know that the number 1 slide is for the Title and their name and the following 10 slides are for each chapter. Write on the board the expectations of what they should include within their book.

Day 2 and 3

Students on task. Roam the room and answer as many questions as possible. Make sure nobody gets stuck.

Day 4

Pass out “Grading Sheet” to students and have them read their neighboring students’ work. Have them provide a proper opinion: Did student “A” include “X, Y and Z” in their book?

VOCABULARY: There should be no new vocabulary terms at this time.

PROJECT ASSESSMENT:




A – Book has a creatively written story, is ten 

slides/chapters long, has a title page with author’s name, has illustrative support (cited if necessary), and uses SOME slide transitions, word animation, and sound support. Student used spell-check and proofread story, ensuring proper English for the story. Background is not all white.





B – Book has a creatively written story, is ten 

slides/chapters long, has a title page with author’s name. Book has illustrative support (cited if necessary), and uses SOME slide transitions, word animation, and sound support, but not effectively. Student used spell-check and proofread story, ensuring proper English for the story. Background is not all white.





C – Book has a creatively written story, is ten 

slides/chapters long, has a title page with author’s name. Book is missing illustrative support and does not use slide transitions, word animation, and sound support effectively. Student did not use spell-check and proofread story, ensuring proper English for the story. Background is all white.

D – Book is not very creative, does not have title page, or 

ten slides/chapters. Minimal, or no, illustrative support. No worn animation, slide transitions or sounds were used. Student did not use spell-check or proofread book before submission. Slide background is all white.



E – Failure to follow any portion of this assignment, or 

      submit book.
